Draft Minutes – May 20, 2014


Roll Call:  Chair; Janice Rosa, Vice Chair; Phil Nazzaro, Members; David Wade, John Carmichael, Patrick Marsh and Wayne Rosa.  Excused: Secretary/Treasurer; Rochelle Sharples.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Members of the public were present and acknowledged – the Chair welcomed Newmarket Librarian Carrie Gadbois and two members of the Library Trustees: Sandra Allen and Mary Mahoney, as well as designer Mike Sievert of MGS.  

Phil Nazzaro made a motion to accept the minutes of April monthly meeting, Wayne Seconded & minutes passed without corrections.

Old Business:  Mr. Sievert illustrated the site layout of the new Memorial Site outside the library.  His final working design was printed out for our final comments and suggestions.  The library staff was invited to this meeting to also review the final prints.  Those staff members present indicated that the agreement and initial design was approved by the prior Librarian and group of Trustees; and that they were unfamiliar with the plan.  However, the illustrations had been posted in the library for some time.  The Library trustees could not visualize the final design, and they questioned the proposal and asked for a tour at the library site itself for layout clarification.  The date was set for later in June at the next scheduled Library Trustee meeting.  Chairman Rosa, Wayne Rosa and Phil Nazarro agreed to meet with them. 


It was moved by Phil Nazarro and seconded by Patrick Marsh to authorize Dave Wade no more than $200 to purchase the post and footing for the new plaque for the Riverside cannon.  Dave received the plaque and displayed it for the Committee to approve.  It was well executed and in keeping with other plaques in town which are posted on historic buildings. 


Chairman Janice Rosa will contact Northeast Masonry (623 Route 3A 
Bow NH 03304) concerning a bid proposal for the inspection and repair of the broken brick steps at the Memorial Bandstand, and the possible cost for repointing the bricks if necessary.  This is the same company contracted to do work for the Historical Society building.




New Business:
It was agreed that the Riverside cannon would be in the Memorial Day Parade on June 30th.  To that end it was moved by Phil Nazarro & seconded by Patrick Marsh to authorize Dave Wade no more than $200 to purchase a 
pintal hook to allow the cannon to be moved more safely and easily. Wayne Rosa & Dave Wade would do the actual welding.

John Carmichael will be taking care of the floral displays at both the Urn at Riverside Cemetery and the G.A.R. monument on Main Street for the Memorial Day parade.  The American Legion Auxiliary will be planting flowers on the bandstand this year.
