Cemetery Trustee Meeting – February 26, 2014

Meeting called to order at 7:01 p.m.

The Minutes of the January 22, 2014 were approved as written.

Before we started to continue our discussion of the proposed wood gate for the Old Town Graveyard Rich passed around an email he received from Zachary Archambault. Rich was contacted because of his ties to the NH Old Graveyard Association. Mr. Archambault has been working as an apprentice with a blacksmith at Strawbery Banke Museum in Portsmouth. He was awarded a grant from the NH Arts Council to make at arch for SBM but this project is no longer feasible, and he is exploring other possible alternatives to complete the apprenticeship. Rich wanted to know if the Cemetery Trustees wanted to have him come to our next meeting to discuss a possible gate for the Old Town Graveyard. Several issues were raised by the Trustees including: potential cost, would it fit into the era of the cemetery, and Grant restrictions. Rich was asked to contact Mr. Archambault and get more information and report back to the Trustees. There was also some discussion on the wood gate and a discussion of a wood gate VS metal gate. 

The Trustees briefly discussed how much fence, how it will be paid for, and when it should be put up, to alleviate the turtle problem.

Rich had spoken with Terry Knowles at the Charitable Trusts Unit in Concord regarding unspent income from Perpetual Care Funds. She forwarded to him the paperwork explaining CY PRES PETIONS for RSA 31:22-a.  We’ll have to read the packet and then discuss what we want to do.

Mike Provost would like to do a Revealing fund raising event at the Old Town Cemetery. He is doing research on several individuals that are buried there. It would show how individuals buried in the Graveyard were important to the Newmarket community. It should be very interesting.
