Meeting began at 6:30pm for a Site Walk meeting to visit all monuments to check their status and whether any work needed to be done.  Findings are as follows:

Revolutionary Monument – Triangle area across from Town Hall.  No work needed but discussed moving for better viewing.

Revolutionary/War of 1812 Monument – Behind Sunrise/Sunset Building.  No work needed.

Cannon at Riverside Cemetery – No work needed.

Urn for Unknown Soldiers – Riverside Cemetery – NEEDS to be scraped and repainted.  Chair Nazzaro will speak with Public Works about garbage that is being left IN the Urn itself.
Veterans Memorial Bridge – over Lamprey River on Rt. 108 – No work needed.  

Cpl. Robert White Memorial – Corner of Main St/Bay Rd.  Cannon  currently at Auto Excellence being restored and just about completed.  

Memorial Pavilion (Bandstand) – Downtown on Main St.  Chair Nazzaro will find out if town still has a “tree committee” and have dead tree removed from Bandstand location.  Also find out who “fixed” the crumbling steps going up to Bandstand as it was not approved by committee.  Re-pointing and painting was discussed as long term TLC that is needed.  Chair Nazzaro will also get clarification on CIP usage for Memorial Maintenance. 
GAR Memorial – near old Tiger One building on Rt. 152 – re-pointing on stairs need to be done as they are separating and railings need to be repainted.  Rochelle made a motion to have Wayne Rosa contact Garrett Blair on doing the work at GAR and possibly the Urn as well.  Motion seconded and passed.
