Meeting called to order at 7:02 p.m.

Minutes of the June 25, 2014 Meeting were approved as written.

Victoria gave us an update of the fence proposal for the Old Town Cemetery. Julien Jalbert has given us a quote of $2,000.00 for the building and installation of a gate at the Old Town Cemetery. It was decided to contact Public Works and ask them to pull out the two granite posts at the entrance of the cemetery. The Trustees will decide later if they should go back or not. The new gate will be located behind the existing stone wall. Julien will have to come back one more time to take final measurements. Victoria will ask him for a new drawing with the granite posts removed. Rich wanted Victoria to ask Julien if the 12” diameter sonotubes were big enough considering we will have a 6” post in them. Should they be larger? The Trustees were please with the price and the funds will come from the Trustees Capital Reserve account. Victoria will ask Julien about his payment policy. Ed will contact the Town Administrator about having the Cemetery Trustees placed on the Town Council agenda to get the Capital reserve funds released.

The wooden turtle fence has been taken down by Ed and put in storage. Someone had taken down about 7 or 8 sections. It was suggested that next year when the fence is put up again that the Trustees attach an explanation of the purpose of the fence. Possibly consider purchasing more sections of fence for next year.

Work is progressing on the sidewalk in front of Riverside Cemetery. The Town has had to put in some new water lines coming into the cemetery. Trees along the fence have also been pruned.
