Cemetery Trustee Minutes – May 28, 2014

Town Council Chambers

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Minutes of our March 26, 2014 meeting were approved as written.

Victoria updated the trustees about the wood gate for the Old Town Graveyard. Julien Jalbert went to the cemetery with Victoria and took measurements for the gate. Wood posts will support the gate and will be placed inside of the present granite posts. There will still be a 9’ opening for a truck. He has provided a rendition of what he is proposing and the trustees liked the appearance. He has selected a hinge that would be bolted on. Rich suggested that a middle hinge be added for more support and everyone agreed. Rich also asked what the total thickness of the gate would be and Victoria will ask Julien. There is a clasp where the gates meet and Mike asked if we would be locking the gate, and we will do that. Since funding will come from our Capital Reserve account we will have to make a presentation to the Council for a Resolution to authorize the withdrawal of funds for this project. We will schedule the presentation once we have the final cost from Julien.
A wood pickett fence in 3’ lengths x 18” tall with 6” being a spike to put in the ground will hopefully solve the turtle issue at Riverside Cemetery. Each section will cost $4.47 and we plan to purchase 40 sections that would cover a length of 120’. We need to purchase these and place them in the cemetery as soon as possible. Lowe’s has enough for our project and the estimated cost will be $178.80. The Trustees want to try this fence to see if it will keep the turtles out of the cemetery. We may need to cover a greater length but we want to see how this works out before we purchase more. Once the egg laying season (May to June) is over we will remove the fence and store it for next year.
We scheduled our next meeting for June 25th and will plan to meet at Riverside Cemetery to inspect the results of the fence. We may change the date of this meeting.
