Cemetery Trustee Meeting – October 23, 2013

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Minutes of the September 25, 2013 were approved as written.

There was a final reading of the proposed changes to the Rules & Regulations for Riverside Cemetery. After some changes in wording, the Cemetery Trustees voted to approve the new Rules & Regulations, as amended. They will become effective immediately. Victoria will make the necessary changes and get a copy to Ed.

After some discussion it was decided that the Trustees would not submit a budget request to the Town for fiscal year 2014-2015. We do have funds available in Capital Reserve for projects that we would like to do. Rich would like to have a gate installed at the Old Town Graveyard. Mike Provost said that it should be wood and not metal because wood would have been used in that time period. Wood won’t last as long as metal and we want something that won’t require a lot of maintenance. Victoria will look at options.

Rich would like to see the current MS-9 Trust Fund accounting for Riverside Cemetery. Funding for mowing & maintaining the cemetery for the year 2012-2013 came for a budget line item and not the Trust Fund. Ed will bring this report to our next meeting.

Rich and Mike Provost think that in the future the mowing & maintenance will be coming from the budget and not the Trust Fund. They attended a joint budget meeting last year when this was discussed. Ed will contact the Town Administrator to see if he is of the same opinion as Rich and Mike.

Unless something comes up the Cemetery Trustees will not be meeting in November or December.

Our next meeting is scheduled for January 22, 2014 at 7 p.m.

Meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
